The AIDS/STD program under the DGHS has launched viral load testing program for HIV
patients. The service was started in 2019 through the GeneXpert Machine. This is one
of innovative Initiatives of the present government for HIV affected population.

* Viral suppressed rate is 84.60% among recipients of viral load testing
